7. Each team will be responsible for delivering their Brisket in the provided
container to the judging area.
Judging will be at 4:00 pm on Saturday, October 15, 2011
Team members can begin turning in Brisket entry at 3:45 pm. NO
ENTRY WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER 4:00 pm.
